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Section 1.0 - Executive Summary

Until 2007, Texas World Operations maintained a nationwide inventory of Class I Injection Wells for the Ground Water Protection Council.  This study was updated to give GWPC and interested parties a current view of industry intentions toward Class I injection wells and to track the status of existing wells and facilities.  


In early 2007, Texas World Operations informed GWPC that they would be unable to continue providing updates to the inventory.  Consequently, GWPC embarked on an effort to request updated information directly from state and federal agencies for inclusion in this report.  GWPC would like to thank Texas World Operations for their willingness to compile the report over the past several years.  We also wish to thank all of the state agencies and EPA regional offices that responded to our request for updated information. Without their assistance, this report could not have been published. 

GWPC does not warrant the information contained in this report nor does it make any assertions as to the accuracy of the information.  Further, GWPC is not responsible for usage of the information contained in the report by third parties.

Section 2.0 - Results and Project Documentation 


The inventory shows that the practice of waste disposal by means of deep well injection is very important to many American industries and municipalities.  GWPC was able to obtain the following information: 

1. There are approximately 293 Class I facilities nationwide. (Note: This number is approximate because it depends upon the definition of a facility as reported on a state by state basis)

2. There are 504 Class I wells nationwide.  

3. There are 124 new permits either issued or pending.

4. Florida continues to lead the nation in the total number of wells with 168.  

5. In 2007, Region IV replaced Region VI as having the highest number of wells per region with 174. 

6. There are 105 wells listed as hazardous.

7. There are 295 wells listed as non-hazardous.

8. There are 104 wells being used by municipalities.                                           


While we believe this inventory to be accurate for Class I wells, this does not represent all of the wells being used for waste disposal.  Additionally, Class II, III and V wells are not covered by this survey.
