Class V Resource Needs Survey

Summary: September 2004

Twenty-one states and direct implementation programs have responded to the survey (see attached spreadsheet).  Based on the responses, a projected annual resource need to adequately implement the Class V program is $56,427,000.  

As part of the, states and EPA D.I programs were asked to update the known and estimated Class V inventory.  Based on the survey results, there are an estimated minimum 1,537,000 Class V wells nationwide.
