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Section 1.0 - Executive Summary

For the past six and a half years, Texas World Operations has maintained a nationwide inventory of Class I Injection Wells for the Ground Water Protection Council.  This study has been updated to give GWPC and interested parties a current view of industry intentions toward Class I injection wells and to track the status of existing wells and facilities.  


Records were reviewed for 288 facilities and a total of 488 injection wells.  The basis for the 2006 UIC inventory update is Federal and State UIC records review and contacts with individual facilities.  Changes in the inventory from 2005 to 2006 reflect installation of new wells, abandonment of existing wells and corrections to the inventory. 


Section 2.0 - Results and Project Documentation 


The inventory shows that the practice of waste disposal by means of deep well injection is very important to many American industries and municipalities.  Texas World was able to verify the following information:

There are 288 facilities that have wells.

Florida continues to lead the nation in the total number of wells with 155.

Region VI continues to have the highest number of wells per region with179.

Texas World has expended significant manpower in assembling this inventory update.  While we believe this inventory to be accurate for Class I wells, this does not represent all of the wells being used for waste disposal.  There are a large number of Class II, III and V wells which are not covered by this survey. 


This report shows the viability of deep well disposal as a safe and effective method that is used by a large variety of industries.
